Changes in procedures for FSP moderation sessions

Dear colleagues,

Please note that there will be changes to the format of the moderation sessions this year. In the past we have asked you to bring evidence for three children across the ability spectrum. This year we are asking you to bring evidence for three children as before but in addition we are asking you to bring evidence for a child who is identified as having Special Educational Needs. 

This year moderation sessions have been organised in areas but they will all take place at Woodlands Primary School Children’s Centre. Please try to attend one of the ones for your area as your Early Years Advisors will be attending and so will know your background and be able to support you better than an advisor with no knowledge of your school. (See below for dates of sessions). There will be two sessions for each area, one covering Communication, Language and Literacy and one covering Creative Development and Personal, Social and Emotional Development (Dispositions and Attitudes) and CLL (Language for Communication and Thinking). I take this opportunity to remind you that any teacher who completes FSP for children should attend at least one of these sessions. If you would like to attend both you will be most welcome.  

In the past we have attempted to discuss all of the assessment points in the designated curriculum areas. This year we are going to focus on particular assessment points and we ask you to bring evidence for those points for your four elected children. Evidence may include photographs, observations, children’s work etc. The selected assessment points are as follows:

Communication, Language and Literacy session:

Language for Communication & Thinking

3 Talks activities through, reflecting on and modifying actions.
4 Listens with enjoyment to stories, songs, rhymes, sustains attentive listening and responds with relevant comments, questions or actions.

5 Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences

7 Uses talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events, exploring the meanings and sounds of new words.

Linking Sounds and Letters

3 Links some sounds to letters.

4 Hears and says sounds in words.

Reading 

2 Know that print conveys meaning.

5 Reads and range of familiar and common words ad simple sentences independently.

Writing 

2 Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning.

6 Attempts writing for a variety of purposes, using features of different forms.

Creative Development, Dispositions and Attitudes and Language for Communication and Thinking session:

Creative Development

2 Creates simple representations of events, people and objects and engages in music making.

5      Explores colour, texture, shape, form and space in two and three dimensions.

7 Uses imagination in art and design, dance, imaginative and role-play and stories. Responds tin a variety of ways to what s/he sees, hears, smells, touches and feels.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Dispositions and Attitudes

1 Shows an interest in classroom activities through observation or  participation.

5      Selects and uses activities and resources independently..
